Dear Parent:





Your son/daughter has been referred to participate in the Anger Management for Teens Program as offered by the Clark County Youth Shelter & Family Services, Inc.  This program is a 6 week course designed to enable teens to take responsibility for their anger by recognizing the anger cycle, triggers to anger and developing healthy and appropriate responses.





This is a voluntary program.  Clients must be willing to participate and parents/guardians must give permission for their participation.  Clients should understand that there is an expectation of appropriate behavior and cooperation with staff.  If the client refuses to cooperate, they will be asked to leave the program.





Classes are scheduled to be held from 6 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. Tuesdays in the Clark County Youth Shelter, 118 E. Chestnut St.  Transportation to and from the class is the responsibility of the parent/guardian.  For parents/guardians who are interested, there is a free Parent Education & Support group that meets at the same time and in the same building that is open to the general public.





Youth must attend all 6 classes (be on time and stay full time) to graduate.  If they miss one class (or are late/leave early) they will not graduate and must start over the next session.  





The parent/guardian is required to walk the youth in the first night of class.  The facilitator will have some information to give you at that time.
